Construction of New Headquarters Underway

After acquiring nearly 9 acres almost two years ago, Clatskanie PUD (CPUD) has
begun construction of their new headquarters facility. The new location, which is
conveniently located along Highway 30 in Clatskanie, will house an administration
office building, warehouse, maintenance shop, storage and pole yard. Atthe June
Board meeting, the CPUD Board of Directors awarded the Construction Management/
General Contractor (CMGC) contract to P & C Construction of Gresham, Oregon and
the steel supply contract to Pacific Building Systems for the total cost of $7,316,000.
General Manager Greg Booth points out that P & C went through the pre-qualification
process and was not only the lowest proposal, but they came with extremely good
recommendations. “We are very happy to have them on board” Booth adds.

Pre-construction meetings have been held in addition to a value engineering meeting
where local contractors and vendors were invited to hear about the potential
opportunity to be involved in the project. Steve Anderson, one of the owners of P & C
Construction, explained that they are looking forward to being part of the local
community and encourages those who might be able to provide a service to contact
P&C.

The construction schedule is very aggressive with critical points that need to be met,
including “dry-in” dates with walls up and roof on before the rains hit later this fall.
Completion of the project is set for Spring 2011. Various energy efficiency measures
are being integrated into the building of the new facility. An energy modeling study was
completed to quantify the anticipated annual energy consumption savings based upon
particular design features.

CPUD is excited for the project as they have outgrown their existing facilities. The
current office building was built in 1946 and we are planning on our new facilities to last
just as long as the old one, if not longer Booth explains. Plus, the consolidation all of
the services and buildings into one location will be a major improvement to both the
PUD and its customers.
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
